
SOYBEAN GALL MIDGE

Carefully peel back 
the lower stem’s 
outer layer to see 
white to orange 
larvae without 
magnification. 

Plants with soybean 
gall midge (SGM) 
have discolored 
lower stems. Infested 
plants may wilt and 
die or develop brittle 
stems.

SGM adults are tiny, delicate 
flies. The overwintering 
generation typically infests 
plants close to the previous 
year’s soybeans. Multiple 
generations can occur each 
growing season.
